Dr. Gelman is chair emeritus of Brigham
and Women's Hospital's Department of
Anesthesiology, Perioperative and Pain

School. Dr. Habeeb, a founder of the
ASSA, retired after a distinguished career
at UAB and in private practice.

Another UAB faculty member among the
society’s founders was Alice McNeal, MD,
(1896-1964) who joined the new medical
center in 1946 as chief anesthesiologist and
chaired the department from its creation in
1948 until 1961. She was the first female
chair of a university anesthesiology depart-
ment in the United States.

VETTER NAMED TO ALBIN
PROFESSORSHIP IN
ANESTHESIOLOGY

The University of Alabama System
Board of Trustees has appointed Thomas
R. Vetter, MD, MPH, the inaugural recip-
ient of the Maurice S. Albin Endowed
Professorship in Anesthesiology.

Dr. Vetter is associate professor of anes-
thesiology and director of the Division of
Pain Treatment in the UAB Department of
Anesthesiology.

Prior to joining UAB last year he was
medical director of the Riley Pain Center
and director of the Anesthesia Pain Medi-
cine Services at Riley Hospital for Chil-
dren at the Indiana University School of
Medicine, Indianapolis. He has researched,
published, and lectured widely on adult
and pediatric pain topics. He also has
served as a member of the FDA Anes-
thetic and Life Support Drugs Advisory
Committee.

Dr. Vetter earned his undergraduate
degree from Oberlin College, Ohio, his
medical degree from the Ohio State Uni-
versity College of Medicine, Columbus,
and his MPH in Healthcare Outcomes
Research and Management from the
Rollins School of Public Health at Emory
University in 2007.

Dr. Albin is a pioneer in the subspecialty
of neuroanesthesia and has held numerous
leadership positions in the field. His basic
research, which includes several seminal
findings, has been widely published. He
also has served as a consultant to the NIH
and an editor or consultant reviewer for
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several scientific journals. He has many
other interests and is well known for his
writings on Civil War medicine and the
history of anesthesia.

Prior to joining UAB in 2001 as profes-
sor of anesthesiology, Dr. Albin was on
the faculties of Case-Western Reserve
University, Cleveland, Ohio, and the uni-
versities of Michigan, Pittsburgh, and
Texas.

During World War Il, he served in the
European theater of operations as a com-
bat medic with an infantry unit.

MEeDICAL SciENCE TRAINEE WINS
AMA FOUNDATION SEED GRANT

The American Medical Association
(AMA) Foundation recently awarded
Yawar Qadri, a graduate student in the
medical scientist training program at UAB,
a $2500 seed grant.

The grant will allow Qadri, using com-
putational techniques, to explore potential
small molecule drugs that might inhibit
acid-sensing ion channels 1 (ASIC1) in
neurons. These ion channels are partially
responsible for the loss of brain cells dur-
ing a stroke and are important in pain sen-
sation and learning.

“Our hope is that a person experiencing
a stroke can be given a drug that will keep
the neurons alive and functioning,” he
says.

Qadri, who received his undergraduate
degree from the College of New Jersey in
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Trenton, conducts his research in the lab-
oratory of Dale J. Benos, PhD, chair of
the Department of Physiology and Bio-
physics.

The foundation is AMAs main philan-
thropic arm. This year its seed grant pro-
gram made awards to 47 medical students,
physician residents, and fellows to further
their basic or applied science research.

UAB STUDENTS AWARDED
FULBRIGHT SCHOLARSHIPS

Shelton W. Wright, a third-year student
in the School of Medicine, and biology
undergraduate Christina P. Ho recently
received Fulbright Scholarships.

Wright will study the potential of T-
regulatory cells to decrease gastrointesti-
nal inflammation caused by Helicobacter
pylori infection, combining laboratory
research at the Pontificia Universidad
Catolica de Chile (PUC) with fieldwork.

“H pylori can lead to gastric cancer, which
is a leading cause of cancer-related death in
Chile,” Wright says. “Most Chileans are in-
fected with H pylori at a young age, in con-
trast to the United States, where this
infection in children is rare. However, af-
fected children do not tend to have ulcera-
tion or even symptoms to the same degree
as adults, so studying their immune system
may provide a better clue about preventing
long-term problems of infection in adults.”

Phillip D. Smith, MD, professor, Divi-
sion of Gastroenterology and Hepatology;,
is Wright's mentor and principal investiga-
tor on the study. Pediatric gastroenterolo-
gist Paul R. Harris, MD, former Children's
Hospital fellow and now associate profes-
sor of pediatrics and director of the PUC
pediatric gastroenterology department, will
be monitor.

Ho's research award will take her to
Vietnam to investigate possible explana-
tions for the country’s continually rising
tuberculosis (TB) infection rates. She will
study medical waste handling practices in
hospitals and TB prevalence. She will col-
lect waste samples from Haiphong Med-
ical University Hospital and Institute of
TB and Lung Disease in Hanoi, test the
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toxicity of the waste through cell culture,
and determine if there is a correlation be-
tween medical waste management and TB
distribution.

“The lab’s goal is to work with clinicians
to generate a truly translational, effective
approach to biomarker discovery,” he says.

Lab scientists perform a variety of pro-
teomics-based analyses to complement
many basic research approaches, includ-
ing protein profiling of tissues and bio-
logical fluids, high-throughput protein
identification from two-dimensional gel
electrophoresis, and liquid chromatogra-
phy-mass spectrometry analysis of protein
complexes. By optimizing plug-and-play
instrumentation to perform rapid analysis,
the lab is able to offer services at highly
competitive prices.

In their collaborations with investiga-
tors around campus proteomics lab scien-
tists have: identified potential markers of a

human papilloma virus strain that is pref-
erentially expressed in African Americans,
found a set of markers in urine that can
distinguish pancreatitis from pancreatic
cancer, and uncovered protein changes in
cystic fibrosis models that may provide
clues to disease dysregulation.

“A primary goal for the lab is providing
the most cost-effective proteomics analy-
sis in the nation,” Dr. Mobley says, noting
that some services are available at no cost
to CCC investigators. “Our collaborative
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group is available to help clinicians design
and optimize experiments,” he says.

Mapping the human proteome presents
scientists with significant technical chal-
lenges. Processing and interpreting the
data — by some estimates, as much as 10
times that involved in the Human Genome
Project — requires advanced, integrated
high-throughput techniques and instru-
mentation.

“Mass spectometry technology has
evolved and now allows sensitive and ro-
bust observation and analysis of protein
expression profiles,” Dr. Mobley says.
Processing speed also has improved and
scientists can now analyze thousands of
samples in a weekend.
